How we are saved!

By salvation, it is meant that all mankind is in need of a remedy for their broken relationship with God because of sin.  Sin has brought about death and has affected us spiritually, mentally and physically.  The good news is that God has a plan for a complete remedy which is available to all mankind through the death, burial and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ.

The precious blood of the Lord Jesus by itself will be sufficient for the payment of your penalty.  This alone is what satisfies God’s righteous judgment toward you concerning your sin, and was evidenced by God raising Christ from the dead.

Thirdly, in order for this payment to be credited to your account, you must believe.  That is, you must place your faith and confidence in that glorious work at the cross, putting your whole weight on the sufficiency of what Christ did for you there.  This involves simple faith alone; it is not merely agreeing with these facts of salvation that constitute faith.  You yourself must rest from striving, let go of your pride and thankfully accept the gracious gift freely given in your behalf.  Gratitude is a sure sign of genuine faith.  The only thing that will prevent this gift from being applied to you is for you to remain in your pride and indifference to God by rejecting the sacrifice of His Son.

Lastly, having believed in the wonderful grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, you have peace with God!  You have been reconciled to Him through Christ and you have also been placed by the Holy Spirit into that glorious company of believers called the Church, the Body of Christ.  It is now your privilege to grow up into Him.  This best happens through a steady diet of the Word of God, reliance on the Holy Spirit through prayer and regular fellowship with likeminded believers in a local gathering.

It would be our joy and honor to have you join with us, as we gather together to worship, learn, and enjoy the fellowship we have around the matchless grace of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
